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This gourd is decorated with

a technique called Poinfillism

with four Native American

circles on it by Hudi Sandgren.
The number four is sacred to Native
America. Four symbolizes earth, wind, fire
and water, the four essential elements
needed to live. The four circles on the
gourd are: Hopi, Apache, Zuni, and
Mississippian. Hudi grew up near the
Yakima Reservation in Eastern Washington
state surrounded by horse ranches and
wheat fields where he learned from an
early age about Native American culture.
This and his Chippewa heritage gave him
the impetus for the art he does now.
Native American design done in pen and
ink on gourds with the occasional bit of
paint. Hudi's works can be found in
many galleries and museums across the
US, including the Museum of Design -
Smithsonian Affiliate and are highly sought
by private collectors from the US as well
as several foreign countries. He started
doing his art on gourds in 1999 after
seeing what he later found out was a
Martin Gourd hanging in a small road
side restaurant in rural North Carolina and
thinking
“*Wow, that would be perfect to put a
design on." He asked where he could
get a gourd and was told to go down the
road a ways and he would see a pile on
the side of the road. He bought a
couple, cleaned them (which he has
never learned to like) and the rest is
history. "l love gouras, they are
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them" said Hudi. Hudi lives in
Suwanee,
Georgia, with his
wife Lyza.
