(1) Special election:  Nancy Peterson for 

President. Recommended by the 

Nominating Committee.  

(2) The Board voted to change our fiscal year 

from August -July to January-December. As a 

result, we, the membership, need to approve 

a mini -budget to cover expenses between 

August 1st to December 31st. A committee 

will suggest an appropriate budget, and the 

proposed mini -budget will be posted on the 

website at least 30 days prior to the July 

gourd show. We will vote on it there.  

(3) We are applying to the IRS for exemption  

from income taxes and are required to send 

them a copy of our Bylaws. Some changes 

are required in order for us to qualify. We 

have had a Constitutional Revisions 

Committee working on the changes for a 

couple of months. Their proposed changes 

will  be listed on our website 30 days prior to 

our Newnan meeting for your perusal. 

Those changes need to be approved by two-

thirds vote of the members attending the 

meeting. 

A letter will be sent to those members who do 

not receive our newsletter electronically, at least 

thirty days before the General Membership 

Meeting in July. It will contain copies of all 

proposed Bylaws changes, plus the mini-budget.
